In a bowl, lightly beat the eggs. Add bread crumhsseasoning
and parmesan cheese, stir together into a thick pees Add meat
and mix completely. (This is hard with a sppon, sanless it
grosses you out, the best way is to remove your gg, wash your
hands well, and get in there with your fingers, knading it like
bread.)

To serve as meatball hoagies, toast sausage buns,
then put meatballs and extra sauce in, top with
grated cheese.
